This means "usual" and is used before a noun to mean “one’s usual OO.”
example sentences

WO DEHICHE ST, {LFHICIT <, Itsumo no densya ni notte, shigoto ni iku. / | take

my usual train and go to work.

WO DIEEEHIETK S, Itsumo no michi to chigau michi de kaeru. /| go home a

different way than usual.
WO D T ! Itsumono de! / Give me the usual!

ltsumono must always be followed by a noun.

The pattern 'place + T (de)’ corresponds to ‘in + place’ or ‘at + place’ in English.
example sentences

NETY v 1—% L £ L7, Kouen de sakkaa o shimashita. / | played soccer in the park.
HARTZ =X v 23B~7\TT, Nihon de raamen ga tabetai desu. / | want to eat ramen
in Japan.
The basic word order in Japanese is:
Subject - Time - Place - Object - Verb.

But Japanese word order is flexible because particles show the grammatical roles.

@Adjective te form

To make the te-form of an i-adjective, change the ending “-i” to “-kute.” (e.g.
kawaii—>kawaikute)



To make the te-form of a na-adjective, add “de” after the adjective stem. (e.g.
shizuka—>shizukade)
